REGULATIDNS

1. Members are asked to familiarize themselves and their guests with all rules
and guidelines, policies and procedures applicable to the club and ensure that
their guests comply with all applicable laws, rules, regulations, policies and
procedures. Members will be held responsible for the actions and behaviors
of their guests regardless of member’s presence on game day.

A ticket for the club is required for all individuals regardless of age.

3. Children must be chaperoned at all times and are not permitted to roam
the club level or coliseum without supervision. Members and guests are
responsible for the behavior of minors using their ticket. Behaviors such as
running, ball-throwing and other horseplay is not permitted. The safety of all
guests, especially children, is our main concern.

4. Allmembers and guests are requested to respect the rights of other members
and guests to ensure that all activities conducted in the club area are done so
in a thoughtful and courteous manner.

5. Smoking is prohibited at all times and in all locations on the campus of
Mississippi State University, including indoor and outdoor athletics venues
and facilities. For the purposes of this policy, “smoking” means inhaling,
exhaling, burning, carrying, or possessing any lighted product, including
cigarettes, cigars, pipe tobacco and any other lit products, and the use of
electronic cigarettes or similar devices.

6. Video recording equipment and video recording is prohibited in Humphrey
Coliseum.

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HUMPHREY COLISEUM ENTRY PROCEDURES

Concourse Countertop members and guests have access to the Legends Club
with their ticket.

The Legends Club has a designated entrance for members and guests located
on the west side of the coliseum at the Clay Family Lobby. However, any valid
entrance to enter the coliseum may be used.

All members and guests are expected to comply with the clear bag policy. This
policy can be found on page 6.

Members and guests who leave the coliseum will not be allowed re-entry
without an unused ticket.
